As a
teenager, he became a body building enthusiast and for the following 50 years
trained hundreds of those interested in the sport and eventually became a
Certified Personal Fitness Instructor. He also had a passion for flying which
led him to become a licensed commercial pilot in 1975.

Despite a very serious injury early in his construction career, he went on to
serve Lafayette Steel Erectors for more than 40 years, retiring as their Field
Superintendent in charge of a large crane fleet. He was an active member of



the Ironworkers Local Union 623 and a charter member of the Mid South Steel
Erectors Association.

His most cherished accomplishment however, was studying the library of
more than 200 books he collected over the past decade, comprised
exclusively of Catholic literature on Church theology, Catholic history and
traditions, and the Saints.
